SUBJECT: Wear of the Nametape on the Extended Cold Weather Clothing System (ECWCS) (Gortex) Parka

1. Purpose. To Provide Clarifying Information Concerning Wear of the Nametape on the Gortex Parka.

2. Facts.

   a. In January 2000, HQDA released a message to the field concerning wear of the nametape on the Gortex parka. Since that time, numerous inquiries have been received concerning the requirement to wear the nametape. The message did not make clear whether wear was optional or mandatory.

   b. Wear of the nametape on the Gortex Parka is mandatory. The nametape is 3-l/ 2 inches long, l/2-inch wide, with l/4-inch block letters. The nametape will accommodate 14 characters. Soldiers will sew the nametape on the left sleeve pocket flap, l/4 inch up from the bottom of the flap, and centered left to right.

3. This information has been incorporated into the revision of AR 670-1, which will be published in early 2001.

SUBJECT: Nametapes and Insignia of Grade on the Extended Cold Weather Clothing System (ECWCS) Parka

A. AR 670-1, 1 SEP 92.

B.  DA Message, 1703202 MAR 99, SUBJ: Wearing Nametapes and Grade Velcro Ranks Fasteners on the Extended Cold Weather Clothing System (ECWCS).

1. This message supersedes reference b.

2. Reference b established authorization for the Army, ARNG, and USAR to sew nametapes on the ECWCS parka, and to use cloth insignias of grade with Velcro fasteners. This message implements a change to the size of the nametape and the type of cloth insignia of grade worn on the parka.

3. All Army, ARNG, and USAR units will comply with the following changes.

   a. Nametapes attached to the ECWCS will be l/2-inch wild and 3-l/2 inches long, with l/4-inch block lettering. The nametapes will accommodate up to 14 characters. Nametapes will be attached to the pocket flap on the left sleeve of the parka, only.

   b. Cloth insignias of grade with Velcro fasteners are no longer authorized for wear. The only cloth insignias authorized are those that are sewn closed (like shoulder marks). The loops slip over the front tab of the parka in the same manner that shoulder marks slip over the epaulets on the green shirts and sweaters. Soldiers may use pin-on insignias of grade if they desire.

4. The new size nametape and closed-loop cloth insignias of grade are available in Army military clothing sales stores. After 30 September 2000, no other sizes of nametapes will be authorized for wear on the ECWCS parka.

5. This information will be included in the revision of AR 670-l.
