Excerpt from After Action Report:  Arrival at the JRTC Without Proper Documentation for Privileging 

“The issue came from the Joint Readiness Training Center (JRTC).  The problem is that both Active Component (AC) and Reserve Component (RC)health care providers arrive at the Joint Readiness Training Center JRTC)without proper documentation for privileging to take place in a timely manner. The Interfacility Credentials Transfer Brief (ICTB) is sometimes not sent ahead to Baynes-Jones Army Community Hospital (BJACH) so that the provider can be privileged prior to arriving at the JRTC. They often arrive without proof of Basic Life Support (BLS) certification, a requirement for all health care providers. Privileges are not necessary when the provider participates in the notional exercises at the JRTC. However, providers must be privileged in the combat support hospital at the JRTC before they can treat real patients with real illnesses or injuries. Waiting for the privileging process to take place wastes valuable time and keeps the health care provider from gaining the full benefit of his/her rotation at the JRTC.”

The "Hooah" coin recognizes excellence, by Lou Benevides, Command Sergeant Major, United States Army Garrison

     The “Commander’s Coin”.  Some have also referred to it as the “Challenge Coin” or “Recognition Coin.”  You may have heard it called an award medallion or coin.  This coin, larger than our dollar coin, has been a symbol among our military, both U.S. and foreign, for over 100 years and is considered priceless to those who receive it for selfless or dedicated service.  So, what is the meaning of this coin, and why is it so important and part of our military culture?

     For years, I have had the distinct honor of presenting this coin to both soldiers and civilians here at Fort Monmouth for all the “Hooah” work they have done.  I too have had the honor of having coins passed into the palm of my hand, but not until I read an article, in the NCOA Journal did I become reacquainted with the distinct and unique customs associated with these coins.

     To share with you the different stories as to how the coin earned its reputation as a symbol of military recognition is to give you a sense of value of just what this honored recognition to people really means, its true worth and importance.  Back in 1899, the British were engaged in the Boer War with the colony of South Africa in a war of independence.  During this period, the British army’s enlisted ranks were predominantly made up of “contract soldiers”, what we nowadays call Soldiers of Fortune.
     Because these contract soldiers’ allegiance to Britain was financial, they could not receive military awards or recognition in any form, regardless of performance with distinction on the battlefield.

     In most cases, the officer in charge of the contract soldiers would “earn” the medal instead, whether they were directly involved in the action or not.  The thought was that it was the officer’s job to inspire such acts.

     However, Regimental Sergeants Major (RSM) who were all army careerists would not accept the practice of not rewarding soldiers for distinct actions or service.  The RSMs would obtain a ‘donated’ sixpence and would call the regiment to muster.  Before their peers, the RSM would give a “firm, steady, and handsome handshake” to the soldier, while palming the coin.

     In this manner, the coin would make its pass with little or no visual sight and would deter any thought that the soldier was receiving a “bonus” for his actions.  In the movie “Breaker Morant” which was about the events of the Boer War, there is a scene where the RSMs decided rather than use money, they would sneak into the tents of the officers who were given the unearned medal, cut the medal from the suspension ribbon, and later conduct the handshake ritual before the regiment, using the medallion piece instead of a coin.

     As the United States went on to WWII, American forces adopted the use of coin recognition.  Medals and awards were given to all military ranks and extended the honor to our allies.

     The coins became a collective recognition instead of the previous individual reward.  The coin was usually struck with the unit crest, and the senior noncommissioned officers (NCOs) were the primary presenters, along with presenting battle streamers to units.  In Vietnam, the coin became known as the “challenge coin.”  This is the story most may be familiar with.

     Challenge coins still had the unit crest, as they did in WWII, but the recognition or challenge took place in a bar, where those who had them would slam them onto the bar to challenge anyone who did not have one.

     If a person in the bar did not have either the same or similar coin to counter the challenge, the non-coin holder was required to buy the bar a round. This practice was often referred to as a form of “bragger rights,” allowing the unit members to proudly celebrate their unit’s success.

     Today, the coin is more than a souvenir and has maintained its value over 100 years, informally recognizing one’s success or professionalism.  It is still presented, in most cases, in a similar fashion involving the palmed coin and a handshake.

     Just as those RSMs shook the hand of a British soldier for his actions, the coin today represents the symbols of our core values: Honor, Respect, Duty, Integrity, Selfless Service, Excellence, Loyalty, and Courage.  These are referred to as our conditions of employment.

     That is how it began; and hopefully you noticed that an NCO started it.  An example of the important role we play in military history.

     Call the coin what you may, but remember the history behind it and relish the personal meaning behind the coin when awarded it.  It represents the command’s commitment of taking care of its people.

TODAY'S TIPS:    WHAT TO DO IF YOU LOSE YOU PURSE OR YOUR WALLET 
(received in email traffic, I though it was interesting.  Author unknown)
 
     We've all heard horror stories about fraud that's committed using your name, address, SS#, credit, etc. 
     Unfortunately I (author of this piece) have firsthand knowledge, because my wallet was stolen last month and within a week the thieves ordered an expensive monthly cell phone package, applied for a VISA credit card, had a credit line approved to buy a Gateway computer, received a PIN number from DMV to change my driving record information on-line, and more. 
     But here's some critical information to limit the damage in case this happens to you or someone you know. 
     As everyone always advises, CANCEL YOUR CREDIT CARDS IMMEDIATELY, but the key is having the toll free numbers and your card numbers handy so you know who to call. Keep those where you can find them easily (having to hunt for them is additional stress you WON'T need at that point!).  MAKE A LIST OF ALL YOUR CREDIT CARD ACCOUNT AND TELEPHONE NUMBERS 
     FILE A POLICE REPORT IMMEDIATELY in the jurisdiction where it was stolen, this proves to credit providers you were diligent, and is a first step toward an investigation (if there ever is one). 
     But here's what is perhaps most important: CALL THE THREE NATIONAL CREDIT REPORTING ORGANIZATIONS IMMEDIATELY (below) to place a fraud alert on your  name and SS#. I had never heard of doing that until advised by a bank that called to tell me an application for credit was made over the Internet in my name. 
     The alert means any company that checks your credit knows your information was stolen and they have to contact you by phone to authorize new credit. By the time I was advised to do this - almost 2 weeks after the theft all the damage had been done (there are records of all the credit checks initiated by the thieves' purchases, none of which I knew about before placing the alert). 
     Since then, no additional damage has been done, and the thieves threw my wallet away this weekend (someone turned it in). It seems to have stopped them in their tracks. The numbers are:

     Social Security Administration also has a fraud line at 1-800-269-0271 
Pass this information along .... it could help someone else. 
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
