Temporary Duty for Soldiers (information obtained from local email traffic)
Many military installations no longer provide quarters and meals for soldiers attending schools, training, etc.  When quarters and meals are not available the orders need to properly show this statement for the soldier to be properly reimbursed, and to decrease the number of supplemental travel vouchers.   It is imperative that those people doing orders check the World Wide Listing when sending a soldier to a military installation.  The World Wide Listing can be reached at http://www.dtic.mil/perdiem/armyqrts.html.  This list is not updated very often.  It would be appropriate to print the list to keep handy for reference.  If a soldier goes to a military installation that is on that list he will not be given a non-availability statement.  If necessary the orders should be amended to show "quarters and meals are not available."   The USARC has a requirement for all travel vouchers to be reviewed before they are sent to DNO.  Reviewers should be looking for the correct statement on the orders.  Travel orders need to correct for the soldier to be paid correct.  
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
