As customers using our contracting services the greatest page for you will be the page that is titled “Customer Handbook and Other References.”  This page has the Customer Handbook, which is loaded with examples and explanations of some basic contracting information to assist you in getting requirements through the acquisition process.  Additionally, you will find a link to customer reports, which we are posting for you.  These reports show what PRs we have in house, the awards, the solicitation, and the modifications released.  You will also find lists of the expiring contracts and option year contracts that to assist you in planning future requirements.  All the reports are “snapshots” of the point in time when we run the reports.  We generally update those reports on either Wednesday or Thursday and we keep the most recent months worth of data on them.  Use them to track you actions and your funds.


FISCAL YEAR END

We are now at the end of the third quarter, with the last of the year quickly approaching.  You need to start forecasting your requirements for the new FY.  

Options letters must go out to vendors 60 days before the end of the current option/base period to notify them if the government intends to exercise an option.  This does not lock us in, but does put the 

vendor on official notice.  We then must exercise the option, by completing the modification action 30 days from its expiration.  This does lock both of us into the contract.  If we fail to do this, the vendors can refuse to abide by the terms/prices that were agreed when the basic contract was awarded.  Thus, we need to be working your options now.  Please take a look at those, which are due for renewal and provide us with your “Subject to Availability” funding for those requirements that you will still need next year.

Those recurring requirements where you don’t have an option remaining on the contract need to be planned for and worked early as well.  Depending on dollar values and types actions have required reviews, approvals, solicitation periods that they must go through before we can award.  Help us to get those into place for you on time, by getting them into us early. If you get them in now, we can get them worked and out of the way before you begin to give us you last minute items at year end.  This will allow all of us to work smarter and better.
