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1. Purpose 
 
This regulation establishes policies and procedures concerning the negotiation and preparation of 
 
interservice and intraservice support agreements on DD Form 1144 (Support Agreement), MOUs 
 
covering all medical, logistical and administrative support, and affiliation agreements with uni-
 
versities for clinical learning experience and training. It provides procedures for exchange of 
 
reimbursable support between this MEDDAC and installations and installation activities of other 
 
DOD components, and departments and agencies of the Federal Government. (The terms “inter-
 
service support agreement” and “intraservice support agreement” are explained in the glossary.)

3. Explanation of abbreviations and terms 
 
Abbreviations and special terms used in this regulation are explained in the glossary. 
 

4. Responsibilities 
a. The Chief, Managed Care Branch (MCB), Business Division. The Chief, MCB will adminis-

ter the MEDDAC interservice and intraservice support agreement program. 
b. The Interservice and Intraservice Support Agreement (ISSA) Action Officer. The ISSA 

Action Officer, the Chief, MCB will— 
(1) Receive and process requests for interservice and intraservice support coming into the 

MEDDAC and coordinate with the proper MEDDAC activities to develop the support parameters to 
be provided. 

(2) In accordance with (IAW) DOD Instruction 4000.19, drafts final ISSAs for acceptance 
by servicing and receiving agencies. 

(3) When required, reviews and initiates update procedures on ISSA’s involving the 
MEDDAC. 

c. Staff functional officers. Staff functional officers will prepare, coordinate and finalize MOUs 
and affiliation agreements for their areas of responsibility. Affiliation agreements will be ac-
complished IAW AR 351-3. All MOUs and affiliation agreements will be staffed through Resource 
Management Branch for final coordination prior to obtaining the MEDDAC Commander’s 
signature. 

5. Procedure 
a. Interservicing procedures will be utilized when the means of support will increase overall 

effectiveness and economy. All interservice and intraservice support requiring reimbursement will 
be covered by written agreements as required by DOD Instruction 4000.19, with specific provisions 
pertaining to the support provided. Interservice support agreements will not be used for the purpose 
of acquiring use of non-Army facilities or for permitting the use of Army facilities to non-Army 
elements. 

b. Staff officers will ensure full coordination has been accomplished on all MOUs and 
affiliation agreements for which they are responsible.
